What is the cost of volunteering at YIST and what
Is included in the cost?
It really depends on the length of stay. We consider anything beyond
3 weeks, but shorter than 5 weeks a 1 month stay. | have listed the
costs below:

Option A: $950
The Program Fee is $950 for 1 month stay (4-5 weeks). It covers two
local meals per day and lodging with a host family in the village.

Option B: $1,250

We do offer volunteers the option to stay in local hotel/hostel facilities.
The price does not include meals. Meals are however, available for
the volunteer to buy at the hotel. -Breakfast ranges about $5

-Dinner (average meal-Tilapia fish (big piece),

fried rice, and drink ranges $7.50)

-Transportation to and from the hotel to the school

site will range about $4 per day and travel time is about

12-15 minutes driving per one way trip.
